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ORDINANCE 0-16-15
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING TITLE 11, CHAPTER 2
OF THE CODE OF ORDINANCES
(Residential Outdoor Lighting)
Introduced by Alderman Zelinski and Alderman Taylor.

The Common Council of the City of Menasha does hereby ordain as follows:

SECTION 1: Amend Title 11, Chapter 2 of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Menasha,
Wisconsin, by creating Sec.11-2-16, as follows:

Title 11 — Offenses and Nuisances

CHAPTER 2

Offenses Against Public Safety and Peace

SEC. 11-2-16 RESIDENTIAL OUTDOOR LIGHTING.

(a) PURPOSE. To minimize “light trespass” or “obtrusive light,” or more specifically to
reqgulate and reduce any nuisance by caused artificial illumination of property and
buildings; to mitigate the impact on ecosystems; to promote the safety and welfare
of citizens by restricting glare producing sources of light; and generally establish
proper levels of lights.

(b) APPLICABILITY. This ordinance applies to all exterior lights installed, erected or
maintained on residential parcels.

(c) LIGHT TRESPASS. Any exterior mounted light at a property zoned residential is
prohibited except:

(@D} If the light fixture is mounted below an eave which is not higher than 12 feet
from the ground of any structure on the property and the total fixture output
measurement is less than 2000 lumens.

(2) If the light fixture is mounted below an eave which is higher than 12 feet from
the ground of any structure on the property and the total fixture output
measurement exceeds 2000 lumens then the light must be fully shielded to
prevent glare and be directed no more than 45 degrees above straight down.

3) Any light mounted to a pole below the level of the eave of the primary
structure.

“4) Any light mounted to a pole above the level of the eave of the primary
structure which is service by a public utility company.

(5) Landscape lighting less than 2000 lumens per lighting fixture.

SECTION 2: This ordinance shall become effective upon its passage and publication as
provided by law.

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The Wisconsin Mode! Exterior Lighting Ordinance
March 2003

introduction —

A lighting ordinance is how a community expresses its expectation for quality lighting. If it is well written,
implemented and enforced, the amount of improvement that can be achieved for most communities is
phenomenal. Effective shielding standards, as recommended in this mode! ordinance, can reduce the
amount of light escaping info the sky by fifty percent or more, compared 1o typical unreguiated lighting
practice, in the majority of cases, these shielding standards will ailso virtually eliminate glare. in
applications where over-lighting has become a common praciice {e.g. service station canopies and
parking lots}, the overall lighting limits recommended in The Wisconsin Mode! Exierior Lighting
Ordinance, expressed as “lumens per acre caps’, will reduce unnecessary lighting, glare and stray light
by even greater amounis.

Quality lighting returns a sense of balance to the night, and gives a hospitable appearance to our
towns and ciflies when the sun goes down. Quality lighiing brings other substantial benefits as well,
Lack of giare and excessive illumination improve visibility, especially to the aging eye. Elimination of
wasted light saves money, energy and resources, and reduces air pollution, water poliution and
carbon dioxide emissions caused by energy production and resource exiraction.

Unlike othar farms of poliution, the elimination of light pollution in ali its forms actually saves money.
Quality lighting costs less than bad lighting, everyone wins when lighting is done right. Al of us live
under the sky, and ali of us need quality exierior lighting. Careless use of exterior lighting damages
the nighttime environment for everyone, ofien decreasing security and safety and creating hazards
and distraction where none existed without the lighting.

Using the Wisconsin Mode! Exterior Lighting Ordinance -

The Wisconsin Mode! Exterior Lighting Ordinance does not infend to offer a singie solufion,
appropriate for ali communities or situations. It offers instead a guide describing issues relevant to
the control of the obtrusive aspeacts of exterior lighiing, and a list of effective regulatory languags 1o
mitigate these aspects. The Ordinance is intended for use by a community of any size seeking to
write a new, or update an existing, lighting ordinance.

Before modifications are atiempted ic conform your existing ordinance to the Mode! Ordinance (or
any other codes you may be using as guides) the ordinance must be understood. Any ordinance
prescribing something as compiex and diverse as lighting practices will naturally be somewhat
complicated. Complicated ordinances can be difficuit ordinances - difficult to understand and
difficult to apply, demanding considerable and perhaps unexpected resources of communifies.

Good lighting ordinances recognize these facts, and seek approaches to the issues that are as
simpie to understand and appiy as is possibie while maintaining effectiveness practicaiity,
enforcement and cost. The Wisconsin Mode! Lighting Ordinance is intended as a guide to writing
an ordinance suitable to your community. issues and priorities will be differant in every community,

and he ordinance must be adapted to meet your community's needs and desires.
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Ordinance Section Explanations
X-X~2 Purpose and intent
This section sats out the purpose of the lighting ordinance, briefly describing the problems that are to
be addressed. in some jurisdictions, this section has been used as an introduction to the general
issues of light pollution. If there are explanations desired for ihe speciic approaches or details within
the ordinance, they may be worked int to this section.

%-X-3 Conformance with Applicable Codes

A lighting ordinance does not stand alone. Many other sate and local codes and ordinances apply to
the actions described within it. This section states that the lighting ordinance must be consistent with
the provisions of those ofher codes and ordinances,

X-x-4 Appilicability

This is an important section, defining the types of lighting the ordinance will apply to. For example, the
ordinance alsc exempts public roadway fighting. An exemption for public roadway lighting is a practical
issue related to the detailed specifications ofien used for such lighting, which are usually addressed by
engineering standards.

The ordinance also exempis certain fixtures containing lamps below a specified output level. This
provision seeks to simplify the application of the ordinance by avoiding restrictions and evaluation of
such fixtures, which are regarded as having minimal obtrusive impacts even if they are poorly utilized.
Existing lighting such iighting is said to be "grandfathered", though the ordinance does reguire
conformance of all lighting after a period of ten years,

X-%-5 Shielding and Total Exterior Light Output Standards

This is the principle section defining lighting standards. Exterior lighfing is tremendously diverse, with
thousands of users and thousands of designs. individuals have many ideas of how to light and what
lighting is for, thus the ordinance is careful o regulate the impacts of lighting without restricting iis use.
Lumens per acre limits for commercial areas, or lumens per parce! limits for residential agricultural
areas are usead to control overall brightness.

X-X-€ Ouidoor Advertising Signs

Most civil regulations affecting signage will be contained in a Sign Ordinance, and coordinating the
lighting aspects of signage addressed in the Exterior Lighting Ordinance with the Sign Ordinance is
essential. It is a good idea 10 include a reference within the sign ordinance to this section of the lighting
ordinance. Lighting of signs is an important lighting issue. After area lighting, commercial sign lighting is
one of the largest scurces of light in commercial disiricts. The uplight, glare, and aesthetic impacis of
signage depend very strongly on the design of the sign and ifs lighting. '

X-X-7 Shoreland Lighting

Many communities have commercial or residential development along bodies of water. This section
provides language 1o control lighting for boater safety, and for the enjoyment of residents and other
users.

X~X-8 Special Uses

These are relatively uncommonr, mostly high-iniensity lighting uses with large potential obtrusive
impacts that justify special treatment. The Mode! Wisconsin Exterior Lighting Ordinance reguires
professional design for some, which can have cost impiications. The temptation to include such
technical and specific restrictions in the lighting ordinance for many uses should be resisted, since such
a path can lead ic inflexibility and the jurisdiction trving to specify, understand and enforce designs and
specifications that professional lighting designers take years to learmn.
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The Ordinance requires that some special uses (athistic fisids and display lots) be designed and
certified after construction by a registered engineer, Though this reguirement may have cost
implications for such projects, the relative impact of the professional design on overall cost is usually
small.

X-X-9 Submission of Plans and Evidence of Compiiance

This section reguires that all new and substantially altered lighting be improved prior to instaliation. The
approval process compels the property owner io evaluate exiting lighting, the impact of new lighting,
and ensure conformance with the ordinance requirements for types of lighting and fliumination leveis.

X-%-10 Approved Materiais and Methods of Construction or Instaliation/Operation

This section provides a method for addressing any lighting designs or deveiopments that have not been
addressed in the ordinance. !t provides a no-cost approach for innovations that otherwise would have to
be addressed through the jurisdiction’s variance procedures. As written here, the local planning official
is suggested as most appropriate, since an official empioyed by the community is charged with
overseeing the community's interests in evaluating the proposal.

X-¥-11 Prohibitions

Beyond the lighting standards detaiied in the ordinance, it is useful to address some lighting
applications that may arise o improve compliance, especially in situations where permiis are required.
The sale of non-conforming fixtures is prohibited, ensuring that local retailers offer only fixtures that
conform to the community's standards for extertor fighting.

X-%-12 Tempaorary Exemption

Some users of femporary lighting cannot reasonably work within the constraints of the lighting
ordinance. Exampies are nighttime highway construction crews and carnivais, This seciion provides a
way to address the issues that can be addressed (e.g. highway crews can exercise care in the direction
they aim the fioodlights}, and & way of imiting the time-span for such lighting.

#-3-13 Other Exemptions
individual communities may have specific preferances in either controliing or exempting lighting that is
not explicitly addressed in this Ordinance. Common exemptions have been included in this section,

X-¥~44 Definitions

Definitions in a lighting ordinance are the vocabulary of effective lighting controt. The definitions
included in the Wisconsin Mode! Exterior Lighting Ordinance have been taken from those commonty
used-in the lighting profession, and reflect the provision of the Ordinance.

This Chapter shall be known as The [municipality name] Exterior Lighting Ordinance

Sec. X-X-2  Purpose and intent.

It is the intent of this Ordinance to define practical and effective measures by which the obtrusive
aspects of excessive and/or careless outdoor light usage can be minimized, while preserving safety,
security and the nighttime use and enjoyment of property. These measures wili curtall the degradation
of the nighttime visual environment by encouraging lighting practices that direct appropriate amounts of
light where and when ii is needed. increasing the use of energy-efficient sources, and decreasing the
wastage of fight and giare resulting from over-lighting and poorily shielded or inappropriately directed
fignting fixiures,

Sec. X-¥X-3  Conformance with Applicable Codes.

Al outdoor illuminating devices shall be instalied in conformance with the provisions of this Ordinance,
the Building Code, the Electrical Code, and the Sign Code of the jurisdiction as applicable, and under
apprapriate permit and inspection.

Sec. X-¥-4  Applicability.

{a) New Uses, Buildings and Major Additions or Modifications. For all proposed new land uses,
developments, buildings, and structures that require a permit, ali outdoor lighting fixtures shall
et the requirements of this Ordinance. Al building additions or modifications of twenty-five
(25} percent or more in terms of additional dweliing units, gross floor area, or parking spaces,
either with a single addition or with cumulative additions subseauent to the effective date of this
provision, shall invoke the requirements of this Ordinance for the entire property, inciuding
previously installed and any new outdoor kighting. Cumuilative modification or replacement of

matter the actual amount of lighting aiready on a non-conforming site, shall consfitute 2 major
addition for purpases of this section.

Minor Additions. Additions or modifications of less than twenty-five (25) percent to existing
uses, as defined in Section {a) above, and that require a permit, shall require the submission of
a compiete inventory and site plan detailing ail existing and any proposed new outdoor lighting.
Any new lighting on the site shall meet the requirements of this Ordinance with regard 1o
shielding and lamp type. The total outdoor light output after the modifications are complete shall
not exceed that on the site before the modification, or that permitted by this Ordinance,
whichever is jarger,

Resumption of Use After Abandonment. if 2 property or use with non-conforming lighting is
abandoned as defined below, then all outdoor fighting shall be reviewed and brought into
compliance with this Ordinance before the use is resumed.

Existing Uses and Buildings. After 2 period of ten years from the date of enactment of this
Ordinance, any lighting in piace prior to the enactment date shall come under the provisions of
the Ordinance.

Roadways. Municipal lighting for public roadways is exempt from the provisions of this
QOrdinance.

Sec. X-%-5  Shielding and Outdoor Lighting Standards.

All nonexempt outdoor lighting fixtures shali be fully shialded.

All nonexempt ouidoor ligniing fixtures shall be placed so as to not cause light trespass or giare
beyond the property boundary.

Any lamp installed on a residential property must be shielded such that glare from the lamp is
not directly visible from any othar residential property.

All nonexempt outdoor lighting fixtures shall be of a type and placed so as to not allow any light
above the horizontal, as measured at the luminaire.

Flood or spot lamps must be fully shielded and aimed no higher than 45 degrees above straight

down (half-way between siraight down and horizontal) when the source is visibie from any off-
site residential properiy or public roadway.

Seasonal decorations using typical unshielded low-wattage incandescent famps shall be
permitied from November 10 through January 30,

All lighting for commercial, industrial ana any other non-residgential activities, shall be
axtinguished between 11:00 p.m. {or when the business cioses, whichever is iater) and sunrise.
Security lighting for these estabiishments shall conform with the other provisions of this
ordinance.

Each residential single-family detached home or duplex is allowed up to 5,500 tofai lumens par
parcel. Agricultural enterprises are aliowed up to 25,000 jumens per parcel.
Commercial/industrial or business uses shall not exceed 70,000 lumens per acre.

All fight fixtures that are required to be shiglded shall be installed and maintained in such a
mannar that the shielding is effective as described herein for fully-shieided fixtures.

Beyond the shieiding requirements of this Ordinance, all light fixtures shall be located, aimed or
shielded so as to minimize stray light {respassing across property boundaries.

Multi-use lighting must conform to the shielding and {iming restrictions, if any, that appiy to the
maost restrictive incluged use.

Outdoor Advertising Signs.

External iliumination for signs shali conform to ali provisions of this Ordinance. All upward-
directed sign lighting is prohibited.
internally thuminated and neon signs.

Outdoor internally-lluminated advertising signs must either be constructed with an
opague background and transiucent text and symbois, or with a colored (not white, off-
white, light gray, cream or yeliow) background and generally ighter colored iext and
symboils. Lamps used for internal lllumination of such signs shall not be counted toward
the lumen cap.

Neon signs shall be treated as internally iluminated signs for the purposes of this
Ordinance, and shall not have their luminous outpuis counted toward the lumen cap.
Neon lighting extending beyond the area considered to be the sign area (as defined in the
appropriate Sign Code) shali conform 1o all provisions of this Ordinance. In particuiar,
such fighting shali be treated as decorative lighting and shalt conform to the iumen cap.
Other intarnally-iliuminated panels or decorations not considered to be sighage according
io the appropriate sign code {such as illuminaied canopy margins }, shall be considered
decorative lighting, and shall be subject to the standards applicable for such lighting,
inciuding but not limited 1o the lamp source, shieiding standards and lumens per acre
cap.

lumination for ali advertising signs, both externally and internally illuminated, shall be turned off
at the curfew fimes lisied herein or when the business cioses, whichever is later. Signs subject
to curfews are required 1o have functioning and properly adjusied automatic shut-off timers.
Light background {white, off-white, light gray, cream or yellow) internally iluminaied signs,
instalied legally before enactment of this Ordinance, may continue to be used and illuminated
but must conform to the curfews as indicated below.

Submission Contenis. The applicant for any permit required by any provision of the laws of
this jurisdiction in connection with proposed work involving outdoor ighting fixtures shall submit
{as part of the application for permit) evidence that the proposed work will comply with this
Ordinance. Even should no other such permit be required, the installation or modification
{except for routine servicing and same-type lamp repiacement) of any exterior lighting shall
require submission of the information described below. The submission shall contain but shalil
not necessarily be limitad to the following, all or part of which may be part or in addition to the
information required elsewhere in the iaws of this jurisdiction upon application for the required
permit;

(1) Plans indicating the tocation on the premises of each Hluminating device, both proposed
and any aiready existing on the site;

complete tc enable the designated official io readily determine whether compiiance with the

If such plans, descripiions and data cannot
enable this ready determination, the applicant shall additionally submit as evidence of
compiiance to enable such determination such certified reports of tests as will do so provided
that these tests shall have been performed and ceriified by a recognized testing laboratory.

Subdivision Plats. If any subdivision proposes to have installed street or other common or

pubiic area outdoor lighting. submission of the information as described hersin shall be required

for all such lighting.

Lamp or Fixture Substitution. Shouid any outdoor light fixture or the type of light source

therein be changed after the permit has been issued, a change reguest must be submitied to

tne designated official for approval, together with adeguate information to assure compliance
with this Ordinance, which must be received prior to substitution.

Pian Review. If the designated official determines that the proposed lighting does not comply

with this Ordinance, the permii shali not be issued or the plan approved.

Ceriification. For all projects where the totat initial output of the proposed lighting equais or

axceads 70,000 iamp lumens, certification that the lighting, as installed, conforms tc the

approvad plans shali be provided by a certified enginesr before the certificate of occupancy is
issued. Until this certification is submitted, approval for use of a Certificate of Occupancy shall
not be issued for the project.

Sec. X-¥X-10 Approved Materials, Construction, instaliation and Operation,

The provisions of this Ordinance are not intended 1o pravent the use of any design, matenal, or
method of installation or operation not specifically prescribed by this Ordinance, provided any such
alternaie has been approved by the designated official. The designated official may approve any such
proposad alternate providing he/she finds that it

(1} Provides at ieast approximate equivaience to that applicable specific reguirements of this
Ordinance.

{2} is otherwise satisfaciory and compiies with the intent of this Ordinance.

Searchlights. The operation of searchiights for adveriising purposes is prohibited.

Cutdoor Adveriising Off-Site Signs. lllumination of outdoor advertising off-site signs is
prohibited.

If approved,
the exemption shall be valid for not more than thirly (30) days from the date of issuance of the
approval, The approval shall be renewable upan further written request, at the discretion of the
designated official , for a maximum of one (1) addiiional thirty (30} day period. The designated
official is not authorized to grant more than one (1) temporary permit and one {1) renewal for a
thirty (30} day period for the same properiy within one (1) caiendar year.

Disapprova!; Appeal. If the request for temporary exemption or its exiension is disapproved,
the person making the request will have the appeal rights provided by the municipality.

Nonconformance.

(1) Bottom-mountied or unshieided outdoor advertising sign lighting shali not be used
beginning five years after enactment of this Ordinance.

(2)  All other outdcor light fixtures lawfully instalied prior o and operable on the effective date
of this Ordinance are exempt from ail requirements of this Ordinance. There shall be no
change in use or lamp type, or any repiacement (except for same type and same-output
lamp replacement) or structural alteration made, without conforming to all appiicable
requirements of this Ordinance. Further, if the property is abandoned, or if there is a
change in use of the property, the provisions of this Ordinance will apply when the
abandonment ceases or the new use commences.,

State and Federal FacHities. Compilance with the inteni of this Ordinance at all State ang

Federal {acilities is encouraged.

Emergency Lighting Emergency lighling, used by police, firefighting, or medical personnei, or

at their direction, is exempt from all reguirements of this Ordinance for as iong as the

emergency axists,

Swimming Pool and Fountain Lighting. Underwater lighting used for the illumination of

swimming peols and fountains is exempt from the lamp type and shieiding standards providad

herein, though it must conform to all ofher provisions of this Ordinance.

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Residential Fixtures. Cutdoor light fixtures attached to residential buildings and iccated below
the eave and less than 2000 lumens are exempt from the provisions of this Ordinance. Light
fixiures 2000 lumens and aver are not exempt. Outdoor fixtures above the eave, or attached 1o
buiidings or poles separate from the residence are not exempt. All spot or flood lights shall be
fully shielded to prevent glare and light irespass beyond the property boundary, and directed no
more than 45 degrees above straight down.

The acceptability and shielding restrictions applicable to a particular lamp are decided by its
initial lumen output, not wattege, check manufacturer’s specifications. Examples of lamp types
of 2000 lumens and less are:;

100 Watt Standard incandescent
15 Watt Cool White Fluorescent
18 Watt Compact Fluorescent
18 Watt Low Pressure Sodium

Fiags, Lighted. United States, and State of Wisconsin flags are exempt from the provisions of
this Ordinance. All other outdoor lighted flags, such as, but not limited to, decorstive and
commerciat flags shall conform to the provisions of this Ordinance.

Holiday lighting. Holiday lighting is exempt from the provisions of this Ordinance from
November 10 until January 30 of the following vear.

Towers. Legaliy required safety lighting for fowers shail be exempt from this Ordinance.
Airfieids and Airports. These facilities, both commercial and non-commercial, shali be exempt
from the provisions of this Ordinance where lighting is used for air safety reasaons. All other
lighting shall conform to this Ordinance.

Sec. X-X-14 Definitions. :
As used in this Ordinance, unless the context clearly indicaies otherwise, ceriain words and
phrases used in this Ordinance shall mean the following:

Drevelopment Project. Any residential, commercial, industriai or mixed use subdivision pian or
development plan which is submitted to the Town for approval,

Diffuse. To spread or scatter widely, or thinty,

Direct iflumination. Hiumination resuiting from light emitted directly from a lamp or luminaire,
not light diffused through transiucent signs or reflected from other surfaces such as the ground
of building faces.

Display Lot or Area. Outdoor areas where active nightlime saies activity occurs and where
accurate color perception of merchandise by customers is required. To qualify as a dispiay iof,
one of the following specific uses must occur: automobile sales, boat sales, tractor sales,
buiiding supply sales, gardening or nursery sales, assembly lots, swap mests. Uses not on this
list must be approved as display iof uses by the municipality.

Fiood Lamp. A specific form of lamp designed 1o direct its output in a spacific direction {&
beam) but with a diffusing glass envelope: Such lamps are so designated by the manufacturers
and are typically used in residential outdoor area lighting.

Footcandie. Unit if iluminance equal to one iumen per sguare foot, It is the iuminous fiux per
unit area in the Imperial system. One footcandle equals approximately ©.1 {0.093) . lux.

Full Cutoff Light Fixture. A luminaire fight distribution where no light is emitted above the
horizantal, and where the intensity af 80 degrees from nadir is no greater than 100 candsia per
1000 lamp lumens.

Fully Shielded Light Fixture. A lighting fixture constructed in such & manner that all light
emitted by the fixture, sither directly from the tamp or a diffusing element, or indirecily by
reflection or refraction from any pari of the luminaire, is projecied below the horizontal as
determined by photometric test or ceriified by the manufacturer. Any structural pari of the light
fixture providing this shielding must be permanently affixed.
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(r)

Glare A light ray emanating directlv from a lamp, refiector or iense such that it falis directiy on
the eye of the obsarver.

Instalied. The attachment, or assembly fixed in place, whether or not connected to a power
source, of any outdoor light fixture.

Light Pollution. Any adverse effect of manmade light.

Light Trespass. Light faliing where it is not needed or wanted, typically across property
boundaries.

Lumen. Linit of luminous fiux; used to measure the amount of flight emitted by lamps.
Luminaire. The complete lighting assembly, less the support assembly. For purposes of
determining total light output from a luminaire, lighting assembies which include mulliple
unshieided or partially shielded lamps on a singie poie or standard shall be considered as a
single unit.

Lux. Unit of iluminance equal o one iumen per square meter. it is the luminous fiux per unit
area in the metric system. One lux equals approximately 10 (10.8) foot candles.

Mutti-class or Multi-use Lighting. Any outdoor iighting used for more than one purpose, such
as securily and decoration.

Opaque. Opague means that a8 material does not transmit light from an interna!l iliumination
source. Applied to sign backgrounds, opague means that the area surrounding any letters or
symbols on the sign either is not lighted from within, or allows no light from an internal source to
shine through it.

Outdoor Light Fixture. An outdoor illuminating device, outdoor lighting or reflective surface,
lamp or similar device, permanentiy installed or portable, used for illumination or
advertisement. Such devices shall include, but are not limited to lights used for:

(1)  Parking lot lighting:

(2}  Roadway lighting:

(3) Buiidings and structures;

{4) Recreational areas,

{5y  Landscape lighting;

() Billboards and other signs (advertising or other};

(7)  Product dispiay area lighting;

{(8)  Buiiding overhangs and open canopies.

Outdoor Light Output, Total, The maximum total amount of fight, measured in lumens, from all
cutdoor light fixtures. For lamp types that vary in their ouiput as they age (such as high pressure
sodium, fiucrescent and metal halide), the infimal output, as defined by the manufacturer, is the
value to be considered.

Outdoor Recreation Facility. An area designed for active recreation, whether publicly or
privately owned, including, but not iimited to, baseball diamonds, soccer and football fields, golf
coursas, tennis courts and swimming poois.

Person. Any individual, tenant, lessee, owner, or any commercial entity including, but not
limited to firm, business, partnership, joint venture or corporation.

Sign, Externally llluminated. A sign illuminated by light sources from the outside.

Sign, internally [liuminated. A sign illuminated by light sources enclosec entirely within the
sign cabinet and not directly visible from outside the sign.

Sign, Neon. A sign including luminous gas-filled tubes formed into text, symbols or decorative
elements and directly visibie from outside the sign cabinet,

Spot Lamp. A specific form of lamp designed to direct its output in 2 specific direction (& beam)
and with a clear or nearly clear glass envelope; such lamps are so designated by the
manufaciurers, and typically used in residential outdoor area kghting.

Temporary Lighting. Lighting which does not conform fo the provisions of this Ordinance and
which will not be used for more than one thirty {30) day period within & calendar year, with one
thirty (30) day extension. Temporary lighting is intended for uses which by their nature are of
fimited duration, forexample, hoiiday decorations, civic events or construction projects.
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{aa) Transiucent. Permitiing light ic pass through but diffusing it so that persons, objects, eic., on
the cpposite side are not clearly visibie.

(bb)  Use, Abandonment of. The reiinquishment of a property, or the cessation of a use or activity
by the owner or fenant for 2 petiod of six months, excluding temporary or short termn
inferruptions for the purpose of remodeling, maintaining, or otherwise improving or rearranging
a facility. A use shall be deemed abandoned when such use is suspended as evidenced by the
cessation of activities or conditions which constitute the principie use of the property.

Sec. X-X~15 Enforcement, Penalties and Remedies.

(&) Violations. It shall be unlawful for any person to violate any provision of this Ordinance or the
Wisconsin Statuies. Each day that the violation continues afier notification of non-compliance
shall constitute a separate offense. The municipality may instituie appropriate action or
proceedings to enjoin victations of this Ordinance or applicable Wisconsin Statutes.

(o} Penalties. Any person who faiis 1o comply with the provisions of this Ordinance shall, upon
conviction thereof, forfeit no less than One Hundred Dollars (§100) nor more than Five Hundred
Dollars ($500), and atso pay the costs of prosecution for each violation, including the

municipality’s reasonable and actual attornay fees and disbursements incurred in the
prosecufion of such violations.,
