The Committee had a telephone conference call with John Kircher and Heather Holland of NOVUS 
AGENDA software. The Committee explained our concerns with having to always start an agenda 
from scratch. There was no way to cut and paste a previous agenda to a new agenda if the categories 
were the same. As an example, every Council agenda starts with the Call to Order. Whenever a new 
agenda is created, this category must be placed on it. The suggestion from NOVUS was to create 
templates for each committee as opposed to the way the City set it up, to have one all encompasing 
template and you choose which categories the committee would need. This would cost several 
thousand dollars extra to have those templates created. NOVUS also said that they could provide 
training on creating templates and then the City could create its own templates for particular 
committees. In their client base, most municipalities only use one template for the one major 
committee, they do not use NOVUS AGENDA for all committees. It would also be possible to create a 
template which would have categories used by most committees and then you would choose which 
other categories you would use. All committees have a call to order and adjournment, but not all have 
claims against the City or citizen reprise. If the City would like to have a template that was partially 
complete, a list of categories for that purpose should be emiled to Heather Holland.

Next, the Committee moved on to discuss security levels. Currently, NOVUS allows no ability to 
correct errors once an agenda or minutes have been closed. That level of access is available only for 
the Clerk or Deputy Clerk. So it is an all or nothing security level. This is frustrating to users who want 
to be able to correct their own errors without having to call someone with the highest security level. 
The Committee was looking to see if there was some intermediate level of security. The main concern 
here is giving people complete ability to change agenda and minutes. This could result in agendas 
and minutes being altered by people that are not even a part of a particular department. NOVUS 
explained that the security level can be set for both agendas and minutes independently, you could 
have full security rights to agendas and only partial security rights to minutes. This seemed to give 
that Committee some ability to address the concerns of users and will be discussed further.

Finally, the Committee was given a presentation on the newest release for NOVUS AGENDA which 
will make the preparation of minutes easier. Mr. Kircher did make note of the Committee's concerns 
and they will be discussed at the management level of NOVUS but they will certainly not be included 
in the next new release scheduled for six months from now. Concerns with the software are weighted 
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against resources and how many users have the same concern. The City of Menasha's concerns 
have not been expressed by many other users so far.

Neenah-Menasha Fire Rescue, Appleton Fire Department and Grand Chute Fire Departments were 

approached by Zoll Medical and Gold Cross Ambulance Service to participate in their clinical trials of 

Zoll’s new auto pulse machine.  The purpose of the clinical trials is to test the effectiveness of the Auto 

Pulse machine. The Auto Pulse machine is designed to do chest compressions.  The machine is able to 

deliver chest compressions during CPR at a more consistent rate than manual CPR with no interruption 

of compressions during patient movement periods such as up and down stairs.   

 

The contract with Zoll Medical has been reviewed and approved by both City Attorneys, as well as, legal 

counsel from Grand Chute and Appleton.  In addition, Neenah-Menasha Fire Rescue Joint Finance & 

Personnel Committee has also approved our participation with the legal approvals.  The clinical trial is 

expected to last two-three years.  Zoll Medical will cover the entire cost of the study including the 

overtime costs for firefighter training. We will also be able to retain the AED’s that will be provided for 

the study in return for our participation. 

 

I have attached some information regarding the machine for your review. I feel that our involvement in 

the program is beneficial to the communities and our citizens if it is proven to increase patient survival 

rates.

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This clinical trial is designed to test the effectiveness of an automated 
chest compression assist device.

A New Jersey consulting firm has found
significant electricity price increases in 2006
compared with 2005, following even bigger
ones the year before. And its recent nationwide
survey confirms what others in individual states
suspected, or knew from bitter experience: The
highest prices of all are found in states where
high prices in the 1990s kicked off the restruc-
turing craze.

NUS Consulting Group of Park Ridge, New
Jersey, found that the biggest users of electricity
were paying almost 5 percent more this spring
than a year earlier, after enduring an increase
more than twice as big over the preceding 12-
month period.

In June, NUS reported that power prices
paid by large commercial and industrial entities
as of April were 4.7 percent higher than during
the12 months ending in April 2006.

Between April 2005 and April 2006,
prices jumped almost 11
percent, NUS noted.
Over the succeed-
ing 12 months,
the U.S.
average price of
electricity
continued to
rise, reaching
9.28 cents per kilowatt-hour as of April 1 this
year, up from 8.86 cents a year earlier.

The highest prices were found in states that
had restructured their electric utility industries.
California, Maryland, and New York provided
noteworthy examples, with Southern California
Edison at 12.65 cents, Baltimore Gas and
Electric at 12.98 cents, and Consolidated Edison
at 18.29 cents per kilowatt-hour. Southern
California Edison’s price, however, represented

a decrease of more than 13 percent compared
with the prior year.

Correlation between restructuring and high
prices was not absolute. Among the lowest-
priced utilities were Virginia’s Dominion Power
and Ohio Power, with rates between 5 and 5.5
cents per kilowatt-hour. Virginia had been in the
process of phasing in a retail choice program
over several years but has since been retreating
toward a more traditional utility environment.
Ohio has a restructuring law in place, but with a
dearth of competing providers there’s growing
talk of major revisions.

Major commercial and industrial power users say they’re happy with retail choice in Michigan, but
the state’s two biggest utilities claim big electrical loads switching back and forth between alternative
providers are creating expenses that get fobbed off on—guess who—residential ratepayers.

The Energy Daily reports that in testimony before state lawmakers and the Michigan Public
Service Commission this spring, Detroit Edison and Consumers Energy said they’re prepared to build
new power plants to meet rising energy demand, but only if policymakers act to restrain customer
switching.

The utilities criticized what they called the “see-saw” effect of the restructured utility market, in
which a few customers—the small number of major commercial and industrial users who make up a
disproportionately large percentage of the utilities’ load—switch back and forth among alternative
providers as power prices fluctuate.

A Detroit Edison executive testified that when a big customer returns to the utility, attracted by its
regulated rates after a temporary dalliance with an alternative provider, the utility is forced to meet
customer needs with bigger power purchases on the wholesale market. But it was higher prices in that
market that drove the customer back to the regulated utility in the first place; in effect, the big cus-
tomer spreads part of the cost of his large energy bill across all the rest of the utility’s customers.

Meanwhile, the executive said, the alternative providers have no interest in offering their service
to the low-volume residential customers who end up helping to bear the costs of other people’s
movements back and forth, according to Energy Daily.

The utilities argue that without greater certainty about their customer base and their correspond-
ing ability to recover construction costs, they can’t risk building the new generation capacity that would
make it easier to meet demand and might ultimately help moderate wholesale prices.

Michigan utilities want repeal

Electric rates highest in restructured states
An eye-catching detail, however, is that the

5-cent price range included the Missouri opera-
tions of Ameren UE. Those fortunate folk can
literally see other Ameren customers—across
the Mississippi River—who face huge rate
increases with the expiration of caps imposed
10 years ago by the Illinois Legislature under
that state’s restructuring law.

The annual survey by NUS samples 24 of
the nation’s largest investor-owned utilities using
an industrial model assuming 450,000 kilowatt-
hours of monthly usage with a monthly demand
of 1,000 kilowatts.

Energy saver tip

Summer’s a good time to cook outdoors as
often as it’s practical—for both comfort and
electricity savings. And for the same reasons, if
you use an electric range indoors, shut off the
burner a minute or two before food is finished
cooking; enough heat will usually linger in your
pan and the cook-top to finish the job.

Customer, heal thyself…
Connecticut lawmakers hoping to backtrack

on electric restructuring decided you can’t go
home again after all and have punted their
problem to customers.

Like the typical restructuring scheme,
Connecticut’s 1998 law made the electric utility
business more complicated than before, and the
legislative fixes that were much-talked-about
earlier this year appeared certain to make it
more complicated still.

But the law that passed by wide margins
this spring focuses instead on reducing overall
demand and, perhaps even more significantly,
shifting demand to off-peak hours to avoid the
need for new generating capacity.

A new metering system will let customers
choose rates that vary with the time of usage

Wisconsin energy policy has often benefited by devel-
oping a consensus among stakeholders before presenting

the Legislature with a proposal. A notable recent example of consensus-
based legislation was Act 141, the energy efficiency and renewable re-
sources law passed last session with just one dissenting vote in the two
houses combined.

The act accomplished several important goals. Ending years of
frustration, it finally provided funding security for the much-needed effort to
increase energy efficiency in our state. It also maps out a program for bringing more renewable
resources into our energy supply and provides utilities with more regulatory certainty in construction
cases.

When Governor Doyle recently announced the formation of the Task Force on Global Warming,
it signaled a new effort at building consensus on policies that could have major future impacts on
Wisconsin businesses and residents. While the scope of the task force’s review of global warming
issues is not focused on the electric utility industry alone, it is possible that the group’s recommenda-
tions will set the stage for further energy policy changes in our state. The governor was careful to
select stakeholders from a broad spectrum of interests including representatives from the farm, for-
estry, pulp and paper industries; automobile manufacturing; electric utilities; labor; cooperatives;
environmental organizations; and the university research community. The task force is co-chaired by
Roy Thilly of the municipal utility group Wisconsin Public Power Inc., and representatives of four other
Customers First! member organizations were among those appointed to serve.

So why should the Legislature wait for a consensus to develop on this and other policy issues
before setting new directions for our energy laws?

As shown in the case of the energy efficiency and renewables law, the product of a wide consen-
sus among stakeholders and energy experts proved to be a well-crafted set of recommendations.
Moreover, these recommendations cover policies that often include highly technical issues where
mistakes shaping policy options into law can produce unwanted consequences.

When consensus is achieved, it is much more likely that our energy policy will serve the citizens
of the state well and retain political durability as years go by.

Skeptics say it’s unclear whether electricity
costs enough to prompt customer reaction
sufficient to lower demand and—maybe—lower
prices.

This might be the public utility equivalent of
warming up the knife before sticking it in.

With the expiration of a decade-long rate
freeze mandated under Maryland’s electric
restructuring, Baltimore Gas and Electric got the
green light for a 50-percent rate hike effective
last month. But customers were given two
options: pay the full increase right away or bring
the pain on gradually by phasing in the increase
over 10 months.

Customers who choose the cost-deferral
plan will see the price increase in three parts
with the full rate increase kicking in next Janu-
ary. The postponed parts of the increase will be
added onto bills beginning next April with the
utility recovering the full amount of the deferred
payments by the end of 2009, according to The
Baltimore Sun.

The newspaper quoted one area economist
calling the program “basically free money.”
“It’s a no-interest loan; everybody should take
it…it’s a no-brainer,” said Richard Clinch of the
University of Baltimore, according to the Sun.

No word yet whether the restructuring plan
necessitating the deferral program also qualifies
as a “no-brainer.”

Montana utility buyout nixed
It didn’t attract the media attention of the California fiasco, but Montana was among the states

hardest hit by ill-advised electric restructuring. Now, state policymakers are picking their way back to
something more like the system they left behind 10 years ago, and within days of a new law being
enacted utility regulators said “thanks but no” to an Australian buyout of Montana’s main power
provider.

Babcock and Brown Infrastructure (BBI) had been hoping to acquire Northwestern Energy Corp.
for somewhat more than $2 billion. Northwestern recently emerged from bankruptcy, and according
to people familiar with the situation it appeared to be on a path to renewed financial health.

But The Energy Daily reported that Montana’s Public Service Commission feared a BBI acquisi-
tion might lead to “hollowing out” the company to recover the $700 million premium the Australian
firm had offered to pay over and above Northwestern’s book value.

Similar concerns, Energy Daily said, prompted the rejection of private equity buyouts of utilities
in Arizona and Oregon in recent years and continue to haunt the planned $45 billion buyout of Dallas-
based TXU Corp. by a group of private investors.

In Montana, the story said, BBI’s venture probably wasn’t helped by continuing anger over the
state’s 1997 restructuring program.

This spring, Montana adopted legislation moving back toward cost-based utility regulation and
encouraging Northwestern to build new rate-based power plants—an item of infrastructure utilities
weren’t permitted to own under the restructuring law.

Volatile wholesale electricity prices—which the restructured utilities had no choice but to pay and
then resell high-priced power to their distribution customers—soon played havoc with the state’s
economy and forced closure of some energy-intensive businesses.

Signing the new law in mid-May, Governor Brian Schweitzer cautioned that prices couldn’t be
expected to fall overnight, but said, “Montana customers will no longer be solely dependent on the
market price of electricity. Rather, the price of this future energy will be based upon costs, plus a
reasonable rate of return.”

Schweitzer called the 1997 restructuring law “an unmitigated disaster for Montana.”

Railroad
bills gaining
Wisconsin
sponsorship

Momentum continues to build for federal
action on anticompetitive rail-shipping practices,
with four bills in the hopper including one with
three-dozen co-sponsors as of the most recent
count.

Wisconsin Congressman David Obey added
his name last month as a co-sponsor of the
Railroad Competition and Service Improvement
Act.

Wisconsin Representatives Tammy Baldwin
and Ron Kind signed on as co-sponsors of the
proposal earlier this spring. Baldwin has also

introduced a House version of a bill authored by
Wisconsin Senator Herb Kohl (co-sponsored by
Senator Feingold) requiring major rail carriers to
comply with the federal antitrust laws that apply
to other U.S. businesses.

Alongside these bills, amendments to other
legislation reveal growing momentum for rail
reform. Consumers United for Rail Equity
(CURE) last month reported amendments adding
onto other legislation requirements to: study
railroad prices driving shippers to use truck
transportation, examine the adequacy of railroad
capacity to deliver biofuels, and compel railroads

to annually report infrastructure investments and
maintenance.

The flurry of legislation is driven by cus-
tomer groups protesting railroad practices that
increase costs for electric utilities and a wide
variety of other industries that rely on affordable
bulk shipping.

Electronic Communications & Information Technology Policy 

 

I. Electronic Communications 

 

To better serve our citizens and give our workforce the best tools to do their jobs, the 

City of Menasha (“City”) continues to adopt and make use of new means of 

communication and information exchange.  This means that many of our employees 

have access to one or more forms of electronic media and services, including (but not 

limited to) computers, e-mail, telephones, cellular telephones, voice mail, fax 

machines, external electronic bulletin boards, on-line services, the Internet, and the 

World Wide Web. 

 

The City of Menasha encourages the use of these media and associated services 

because they are valuable sources of information.  However, all employees, and 

everyone connected with the City, should remember that electronic media and 

services provided by the City are the sole property of the City of Menasha, and their 

purpose is to facilitate and support City business.  The City expects all electronic 

communication use to demonstrate the same level of ethical and professional manner 

as required in face-to-face or written communications. 

 

This policy cannot lay down rules to cover every possible situation; however, the 

purpose of this policy is to express the City’s philosophy and set forth general 

guidelines to ensure the proper use of the City of Menasha’s electronic 

communications.  By adopting this policy, it is the City’s intent to ensure the 

electronic communication systems are used to their maximum potential for business 

purposes and not used in a way that is disruptive, offensive to others, or contrary to 

the best interest of the City.  

 

The City encourages the use of electronic communication to: 

• Communicate with fellow employees, citizens, elected officials, and other 

individuals regarding matters within an employee’s assigned duties; 

• Acquire information related to or designed to facilitate the performance of 

regular duties; and 

• Facilitate performance of any task or project in a manner approved by an 

employee’s supervisor. 

 

Access & Personal Use:  Each department supervisor shall determine which 

employees in their department shall have access to the various media and services, 

based on business practices and necessity. It s understood that the Police Department 

may need to have access to various websites that would otherwise be prohibited by 

this policy. The policy shall not prohibit the legitimate use of City computers or the 

access to websites used in conjunction with Law Enforcement activities. It is required 

that authority be given to any Police Officer needing to use City computers for 

legitimate law enforcement activities prior to that use. Such authority shall be given 

by a Supervisory Lieutenant, the Operations Lieutenant, Investigations Lieutenant or 
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the Chief of Police. Such authorization shall be documented by the Supervisor and 

need not be reported to the Information Technology Manager. 

 

Chat Rooms:  Employees may not access and/or speak on behalf of the City of 

Menasha in news groups or chat rooms unless authorized by the department 

supervisor.  Use of e-mail and/or the Internet does not ensure confidentiality and the 

City of Menasha has software that can monitor and record Internet use. 

 

Hardware – Software Applications:  The City has established a platform of 

software and hardware that meets the needs of the department and the City.  

Therefore, employees are not allowed to add, modify or delete any hardware and/or 

software without the express consent of the systems administrator.  This includes any 

software packages, games, screensavers, etc.  Violation of this provision will result in 

loss of electronic privileges, and/or discipline, up to termination of employment. 

 

Personal Use:  The City allows limited, occasional use or incidental personal use of 

electronic communications systems during lunch and breaks, or immediately before 

or after normal business hours, subject to the following conditions and restrictions.  

Personal use must not: 

• Involve any prohibited activity (see Prohibited Activities.); 

• Interfere with the productivity of the employee or his/her co-workers; 

• Consume system resources or storage capacity on an on-going basis; or 

• Involve large file transfers or otherwise deplete system resources available 

for business purposes. 

  

Confidentiality/Public Record:  Use of e-mail and/or the Internet does not ensure 

confidentiality.  The City of Menasha has software that can monitor and record 

Internet use.  Electronic mail falls within the definition of a public record and, as 

such, can be requested as an open record.  Any information that is requested or sent 

by any employee is stored and can be retrieved, even if the user denotes it as 

classified or personal in nature, or deletes the information at the site.  Therefore, 

remember when utilizing electronic communications, there is no guaranteed right to 

privacy; inappropriate, unprofessional, illegal activities, or confidential information 

should not be forwarded via e-mail or the Internet.  The City retains the right to enter 

the system, and the public has a right to request information off the system. 

 

Anyone receiving an electronic communication in error shall notify the sender 

immediately. The communication may be privileged, confidential and/or exempt from 

disclosure under applicable law.  Such privilege and confidentiality shall be 

respected. 

 

Prohibited Activities:   As a condition of providing electronic access to City 

employees, the City of Menasha places certain restrictions on workplace use of e-mail 

and the Internet.  The following uses of electronic communication are strictly 

prohibited: 
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• The creation, solicitation, and/or exchange of messages or images that are 

offensive, harassing, disruptive, sexually oriented, defamatory, obscene or 

threatening.  This includes offensive or harassing statements or language 

including disparagement of others based on their race, national origin, sex, 

sexual orientation, age, disability, religious or political beliefs.  

Discrimination and/or harassment over computerized systems will not be 

tolerated and constitutes a clear violation of City policy. 

 

• Vandalism is prohibited.  This includes, but is not limited to, any attempt 

to test, circumvent, harm or destroy the data of another user, the network, 

Internet, or any networks or sites connected to the City network.  Attempts 

to breach security codes and/or passwords will also be considered a form 

of vandalism. 

 

• Engaging in illegal, fraudulent, or malicious activities. 

 

• Hacking or obtaining access to systems or accounts than an individual is 

not authorized to use. 

 

• Dissemination, copying, downloading or printing of copyrighted materials 

(including games, articles and software) in violation of copyright laws. 

 

• The creation and/or exchange of advertisements, solicitations, chain 

letters, gambling and other unsolicited e-mail, or any activity in violation 

of local, state or federal law. 

 

• Operating a business, usurping business opportunities or soliciting money 

for personal gain, or searching for jobs outside of the City of Menasha. 

 

• Conducting stock market transactions or operating a stock ticker notice. 

 

• Registration to list servers without proper authorization.  Participating in 

or establishing without administrator’s permission any types of electronic 

bulletin boards, conferencing features, or chat rooms. 

 

• Willful destruction of computer hardware or software, or attempts to 

exceed or modify the parameters of the system is prohibited.  Nothing in 

this policy shall prohibit the Network Administrator from intercepting and 

stopping e-mail messages that have the capacity to overload the computer 

resources. 

 

• Messages should not be read or sent from another user’s account except 

under properly delegated arrangements. 

 

• Sending, altering, reading, deleting, modifying, or copying a message 

belonging to another user without the permission of the originator, or 

attempting to hide the identity of the sender, is prohibited. 
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• The continued usage and/or access to contents of e-mail and/or the 

Internet when an employee terminates or is laid off from employment with 

the City. 

 

Note:  All City policies and procedures dealing with the privacy, misuse of City 

resources, sexual harassment, data security and confidentiality apply to all electronic 

communications usage.  As laws and/or decisions regarding electronic 

communications change, the City reserves the right to change and/or add restrictions 

to e-mail and Internet use. 

 

Monitoring & Security:  The use of electronic communication is a tool for business 

communications, and users have the responsibility to use this resource in an efficient, 

effective, ethical and lawful manner.  All uses of electronic communications are the 

sole property of the City of Menasha.  The City of Menasha has the right to monitor 

any employee’s electronic communications for legitimate business reasons, including 

compliance with this policy and employee performance, and where there is 

reasonable suspicion of activities that violate this policy. 

 

The use of passwords is intended to keep unauthorized individuals from accessing 

messages stored on the system.  The practice of using passwords should not lead 

employees to expect privacy with respect to messages sent or received.  The use of 

passwords for security does not guarantee confidentiality. 

 

E-Mail Record Retention:  As a general rule, e-mail is a public record whenever a 

paper message with the same content would be a public record. (See WI Stats. 

19.32(2) for a definition of a record.)  The same rules apply with respect to record 

retention and disclosure as do with other City documents. 

 

Components of an E-Mail record:  The e-mail record is defined to include the 

message, the identities of the sender and all recipients, the date, and any non-archived 

attachments to the e-mail message.  Any return receipt indicating the sender received 

the message is also considered to be part of the record. 

 

Saving and Indexing E-Mail records:  The Records Custodian of an e-mail bears 

the responsibility for determining whether or not a particular e-mail record is a public 

record which should be saved and ensuring the record is properly indexed and 

forwarded for retention as a public record.  E-Mail which is subject to records 

retention must be saved and should be indexed so that it is linked to the related 

records in other media (i.e., paper) so that a complete record can be accessed when 

needed.  E-Mail records to be retained shall be archived to a local diskette or printed 

out and saved in the appropriate file. 

 

Public Access to Electronic Communications:  If a Department receives a request 

for release of an e-mail, or other public record, the Records Custodian of the record 

shall determine if it is appropriate for public release, in whole or in part, pursuant to 

law, consulting the City Attorney’s office, if necessary.  As with other records, access 
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to, or electronic copies of, disclosable records shall be provided within a reasonable 

time. 

 

Disciplinary Action:  This policy is effective to all stand-alone units as well as units 

connected to the network and/or Internet.  Employees who violate the provisions of 

the policy will have all user privileges revoked for themselves, and possibly other 

employees, regardless of the success or failure of the attempts.  Disciplinary action 

for violation of the City of Menasha’s Electronic Information Systems Policy may 

include, but is not limited to, progressive discipline:  an oral warning, a written 

warning, suspension, and/or termination, depending upon the type of offense.  The 

nature of the violation may also be subject to civil liability and criminal prosecution.  

The measure of the discipline will correspond to the gravity of the offense as 

weighted by its potential effect on the City of Menasha and fellow employees.  

Payment will be required for damage necessitating the repair or replacement of 

equipment and/or software. 

 

Any employee who discovers a violation of this policy shall notify the Help Desk, 

who, in turn, will notify the Department Head, or Human Resources Director or both.  

Any employee who inadvertently violates this policy shall immediately notify the 

Department Head who shall notify the Help Desk. 

 

II. Purchasing, Installation, and Testing 

 

Any computer system, software, telecommunications, or other technology paid for by, 

or donated to the City of Menasha, or brought into the City of Menasha for use by a 

third party, intended for use on any workstation, or which intends to utilize the City’s 

network backbone as a carrier, or will interface in any manner with the City’s 

network, must be evaluated and approved by the Information Technology (IT) 

Manager prior to purchase, acceptance, use, or distribution with regard to current IT 

standards.  Of greatest concern are those acquisitions or installation plans that involve 

devotion of large amounts of capital, broad distribution, or non-standard operating 

systems or protocols.  These guidelines apply to all technology purchases or 

installations, regardless of funding sources.  The Information Technology Manager 

reserves the right to remove any non-approved technology installation. 

 

Any approved technology will be installed by, or have the installation monitored by, 

the IT Manager.  City Departments are advised they have no authority to disseminate 

information on the City’s technology installation to any outside party or vendor 

without prior approval of the IT Manager, as such dissemination presents the 

possibility of compromising network security.  If a department needs to converse with 

a vendor concerning the possible implementation of new technology and such 

discourse requires details on the City’s technology setup, the department will arrange 

to have the IT Manager present during all contacts to provide the necessary 

information in such a manner as to not compromise security. 

 

The Information Technology  Manager will attempt to do all testing of new 

technology with regard to its effect on network or systems performance.  Testing will 

either be performed in isolated test environments or during times of low network 
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usage.  If such testing will require downtime during normal production periods, the IT 

Manager will arrange suitable testing times with the affected department in advance. 

 

III. E-Mail Open Record Guideline 

 

1. The general rule is that e-mail is a public record whenever a paper message with 

the same content would be a public record.  It is the message and not the medium 

that determines whether an item is a public record. 

 

2. Each employee must decide whether or not an e-mail that is either sent or 

received constitutes a public record.  If an e-mail is determined to be a public 

record, then it must be saved.  E-mail may be saved electronically or in hard copy, 

or both. 

 

3. Public record do not include non-final drafts of documents, personal notes or 

business matters, preliminary computations, or like materials. 

 

4. Public records do not include personal messages, invitations to meetings, or 

confirmations of meetings. 

 

5. Public records do not include generic requests for information or replies to 

requests for information. 

 

6. Public records do not include documents subject to attorney-client privilege. 

 

7. Public records do include conversations, discussions, recommendations, or 

decisions of specific cases or matters under your jurisdiction. 

 

8. If you have any doubt or question as to whether an e-mail is or is not a public 

record, please contact the City Attorney’s office.

User Agreement* 

 

As an employee of the City of Menasha (the “City”), I recognize and understand that the City’s 

electronic information systems are provided for conducting the City’s business.  However, City 

policy does permit some limited, occasional, or incidental personal use of the equipment and 

services under certain circumstances.  I understand that all equipment, software, messages and 

files are the exclusive property of the City.  I agree not to add, modify, or delete any hardware 

and/or software application without the authorization of the Information Technology Manager.  I 

agree not to use the electronic information systems in a way that is disruptive, offensive, or 

harmful to others or to the City of Menasha.  I agree not to use passwords, access a file, or 

retrieve any stored communication other than where authorized.  I agree not to copy, send or 

receive confidential information without prior authorization from my immediate supervisor and 

the Information Technology Manager. 

 

I am aware that the City reserves and will exercise the right to review, audit, intercept, access 

and disclose all matters on the City’s electronic information systems at any time.  I am aware that 

he City may exercise these rights with or without employee notice, and that such access may 

occur during or after working hours.  I am aware that use of a log-in name and password do not 

guarantee confidentiality, guarantee privacy, or restrict the City’s right to access electronic 

communications or information systems.  I am aware that violations of this policy may subject 

me to disciplinary action, up to and including discharge from employment. 

 

I acknowledge that I have read and that I understand the City of Menasha’s policies regarding e-

mail, electronic communications, and acceptable software.

SECTION 2: Section 13-1-67(e) is repealed and recreated to read as follows: 
 

(e) Sidewalk Signs.   
(1) Sidewalk Signs in the C-1 General Commercial District. Portable signs may be 

placed in the C-1 General Commercial District subject to the following limitations: 
a. Number of Signs Allowed. The number of signs shall be limited to one (1) 

per building exposure per business. 
b. Design.  

1. Signs shall be a sandwich board type (“A-frame”) with multiple 
(minimum of 2) or one continuous hinge across the top. 

2. Signs must be portable. 
3. Removable signage panels on thin sign board material such as; 

aluminum, Centrex, or other quality sign grade material, shall be 
attached to the sign frame with screws or through the use of slide 
rails – no Velcro, staples, or double-sided tape. 

4. Interchangeable letters or letter copy on rails are discouraged. 
5. Sidewalk signs shall not be illuminated, animated, have moving 

parts, or electrically powered in any way. 
6. Signs shall contain a device such as a chain, rope, or cable to 

prevent the sign panels from spreading. 
7. Signs shall not have more than two (2) sign faces. 

c. Materials 
1. Signs shall be constructed using quality exterior sign board 

materials, wood or other durable material and be designed so as 
to be stable under wind loads. 

3. Signs constructed with light materials such as plastic shall be 
weighted to remain stationary. 

d. Location and Removal 
1. Placement is allowed on landscaped areas in front of business, 

between building frontage and sidewalk. 
2. All signs must be removed after the conclusion of business hours 

each day and are allowed only from 5:00 a.m. to 10:00 p.m. 
3. Signage shall not obstruct the ingress/egress of parked vehicles. 
4. Signs placed near points of ingress/egress will be subject to vision 

control review. 
  e. General Condition of Signs 

1. To keep signs legible and functional, all sidewalk signs shall be 
maintained and kept free of peeling or fading paint or vinyl.   

2. Any signs which have become deteriorated due to lapse of time, 
weather, or other reason may be ordered to be removed by the 
Zoning Administrator and/or designee according to the process 
outlined in Sec. 13-1-70(a).

  1. Sign permits are required when signs are placed in the right of

(2) Sidewalk Signs in the C-2 Central Business District. Portable signs may be placed in 
the C-2 Central Business District subject to the following limitations: 

a. Number of Signs Allowed. The number of signs shall be limited to one (1) 
per building exposure per business. 

b. Design. Design of such signs shall be in accordance with standards 
adopted by the Landmarks Commission to be maintained on file with the 
Community Development Department.. 

c. Materials. Signs shall be constructed of wood or other durable material 
and be designed so as to be stable under wind loads. 

d. Location and Removal.  
1. Signs shall be located within twenty (20) feet of the building 

exposure whose business name, goods, or services are being 
offered. 

2. Such signs may be placed in the first three (3) feet adjacent to the 
building or the first three (3) feet adjacent to the curb.  Signage 
shall not obstruct the ingress/egress of parked vehicles.  A 
minimum of four (4) feet of sidewalk shall remain open to and be 
easily accessible for pedestrian traffic. 

3. All signs must be removed from the public right-of-way after the 
conclusion of business hours each day and are allowed only from 
5:00 a.m. to 10:00 p.m. 

e. General Condition of Signs. Any signs which have become deteriorated 
due to lapse of time, weather, or other reason may be ordered to be 
removed by the Zoning Administrator and/or designee according to the 
process outlined in Sec. 13-1-70(a). 

  f. Permits. Sign permits are required.
