All-terrain Vehicle (ATV), means a commercially designed and manufactured motor-driven
device that has a weight, without fluids, of 900 pounds or less, has a width of 50 inches or
less, is equipped with a seat designed to be straddled by the operator, and travels on 3 or
more low-pressure tires or non-pneumatic tires.

Yard, Front, means that part of a lot between the front lot line and front(s) of the principal
building on the lot and extended to both side lot lines.

Yard, Rear, means that part of a lot between the rear lot line and the back(s) of the principal
building on the lot and extended to both side lot lines.

Yard, Side, means that part of a lot not surrounded by a building and not in the front or rear
yard.

Per action of the Common Council taken on March 7, 2016, Community Development
staff was authorized to pursue the acquisition of the property at 867 Valley Road. The
purpose of the acquisition is to facilitate environmental site clean-up in preparation for
a new end user to acquire and redevelop the property. The city has applied for and was
awarded a Site Assessment Grant (SAG) from WEDC in the amount of $150,000 to be
applied to environmental site work. This includes asbestos abatement, demolition of the
three existing structures, and soil testing. In order to fulfill the match commitment of
the grant, the City of Menasha is proposing to acquire the property temporarily and in
conjunction with Key Engineering, manage the demolition and site clearance with the
awarded WEDC funds.

The Plan Commission is tasked with reviewing any land acquisition undertaken by the
City of Menasha and making a recommendation to the Common Council regarding the
projected end use of the property based on its current condition. Attached to this memo
are pictures of the property and a site map. The property is zoned in the I-1 General
Industrial District and the Comprehensive Plan calls for industrial activities at that
location and along the Valley Road corridor. The prospective purchaser, Multistorage
LLC., is proposing to construct self-storage facilities on the site which is a permitted use
in the |-1 District.

At this time | am seeking a recommendation from the Plan Commission to proceed with
the acquisition of the property while we still have access to the grant funds to address
the environmental site conditions and find a viable end user for the site.
